Three Major Problems with this Resolution:
1. Chamber proposal is an amnesty bill 

a. Like the McCain-Kenned Bill ignores document fraud and identity theft associated with obtaining work 

b. Does not hold employers who have failed to pay payroll taxes or knowingly held illegal aliens accountable

c. Makes no provision for victims of illegal alien identity theft
1,629 companies paying salaries to SSNs of Utah children

50,000 Utah kids with identities compromised

37 adults using one Utah child’s SSN

2. Chamber Proposal fails to protect American Workers 
a. American workers being laid off and looking for jobs; Illegal aliens retain their jobs
b. Does not require that an employer demonstrate that they cannot fill the position with an American citizen or legal resident

3. Chamber Proposal defeats the purpose of stimulus bills to get the economy back on track

a. Foreign workers send large amount of earnings (remittances) to home countries

b. Do not spend locally to shore up business and the community
c. Take jobs from American citizens and legal residents.
